Manager

North San Joaquin Water Conservation District (District) owns and operates
a surface water delivery system for irrigation called the “South System.” The
South System includes a pump station on the Mokelumne River, seven miles
of concrete pipe, and associated valves, meters and other facilities. The
facilities are generally located east of Lodi, south of the Mokelumne River,
north of Eight Mile Road and west of Bear Creek/Highway 88.
